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The primary concern at our middle school is for the health, safety, and welfare of our  
students, individually and collectively. We agree to work with students and parents to 
teach our students to learn, practice, and further develop habits and life skills such 
as self- discipline, which will enable them to live and work with others.   
  
If a student is made to feel uncomfortable by another student while in school, it is 
important to follow these simple procedures: 
 

• Report the incident to a staff member after the incident occurred 
• Obtain a pass to the BIC to report the incident  
• Provide a written version of the incident, which will be kept and filed in the BIC 
• Communicate your concern with your parent(s) at home 
• If continued incidents occur, obtain a pass to the BIC 

 
Bullying/harassment is defined as any activity from one person to another, which is  
unwanted of unwelcome, including, but not limited to, physical contact, verbal 
comments or pressure to engage in particular activities.  The victim of 
bullying/harassment is directed to immediately seek the assistance of a trusted adult 
and follow the procedures above.
